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GO LIVE: REAL FOOD SPONSORSHIP

We will do so through a colorful and culturally relevant campaign full of music, art, dialog, new media and of course lots and lots of GOOD REAL FOOD!

The first stage of this campaign will include a performance/lecture tour of university campuses and community centers to gather youth support and action.  While on this tour we will also produce smaller happy hour events that we call the Go Live: Real Food $1 parties. For these events we will bring together educators, local business owners, activists, local policy makers and philanthropists to mix, mingle and enjoy some good live music, hors d'oeuvres and ideas. The $1 parties will be broadcast live on our website on Friday evenings across the winter and spring.
